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· The committee decided that the survey should be taken from the perspective of trainers or people who are providing training.  The survey will include definitions of childhood trauma, capacity building and the range of people who may be involved with serving children.  
· Part Two of the survey will focus on the experience of the respondent in delivering training on childhood trauma.  
· Part Three will focus the respondent beyond their own experience.  Specific questions on audience size, types and content of training, gaps in training and consultation will be added.  
· The consensus of the group was that they will need to develop strategies to make sure the survey is completed by a comprehensive group of trainers.
· The Systems Analysis Committee asked the Professional Development Committee to consider the issue of people working with children who have trauma issues of their own.  The committee accepted this referral and felt it was a natural part of capacity building

· The next steps for the committee include:

· Survey the committee for working definitions of childhood trauma.  

· Draft the survey and circulate within the PDC for completion

· Identify key respondents to survey.
