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ICTC Updates:

Professional Development Committee: 
Conclusions: The PD Committee is working on two things:

· Survey of professional development activities occurring in organizations 

· Description of Childhood Trauma developed in collaboration with SA Committee.

Systems Analysis Committee: 
Conclusions: The SA Committee is working on three things:

· Survey of agencies to understand services provided, research conducted, collaboration with other agencies, prevention activities and gaps in services.
· Crosswalk between systems and ICTC membership to be used as an outreach strategy for surveying.

· Description of Childhood Trauma developed in collaboration with PD Committee.

· Debra Ferguson, representing the Systems Analysis Committee and Ray Wilkerson, representing the Professional Development Committee, presented the description of childhood trauma that the committees had developed.  There was a lot of discussion about elements of the description and consensus could not be reached in the broader ICTC. 
Next Steps: The PD and SA Committee co-chairs were charged with taking the description back to the committees and creating a description in each committee separately. 

Stories Project:
Conclusions:   The English and Spanish coloring book for “Inside Him” was distributed to meeting attendees. There was some concern raised that the translation was inaccurate. The work group is also working on copyright issues and is seeking pro bono legal assistance to clarify questions about “selling” the products and customizing material for use outside of Illinois. “Clingy Thing” coloring book is in the final stages and will be ready for print soon. 

Next Steps: Staff and Stories chair will meet with ICTC members and the Spanish translator to discuss the translation concerns. 
SFS Update:
Conclusions: Twelve Safe from the Start sites are now up and running (an addition of four sites). There will be an introduction to the training modules in the fall as well as a formal training of the curriculum developed by ICTC and CDPH through a grant funded by IVPA. 
Agency Updates and Announcements:
Children’s Mental Health Partnership: 

· Community Planning Assemblies: ICMHP will be hosting three Community Planning Assemblies in the fall to promote community partnerships and encourage collaboration. 

· The Say It Out Loud Campaign is entering year two. There will be two new directions: an adult and child campaign targeting first-line professionals to understand the message and a message focused on K-12 educators.  In addition, ten mini-grants will be released to communities to implement the SIOL campaign with their own message for their community. 

· MH/JJ/Trauma Initiative: The three goals of this Initiative are to: provide evidence-based mental health services to children and youth in the Juvenile Justice system; provide training to the larger systems of people who impact children and caregivers; and to impact the larger system to make it more trauma informed. The initiative is ready to begin as it has received funding and staff has been hired. 
· JJ Sub-Committee is working on hosting regional colloquiums on Juvenile Justice Screening and Assessment. One colloquium has been held in Danville, with about 70 people in attendance. The evaluations were very positive. Two more colloquiums are being planned for Champaign and St. Clair County. 
MacArthur Foundation Models for Change:
· There are two projects occurring in Illinois. One is researching the models of family engagement with juvenile court. The other project is adding funds to MH/JJ Initiative to use screening instruments at facilities to determine eligibility for mental health services. 
· There are also two projects occurring at the national level. One project is focused on workforce development and is creating a curriculum. The other project is developing a crisis intervention team for youth-police interaction. There will be a pilot in Chicago in the fall that will train Chicago Public Schools police officers on crisis intervention.
Ensuring Success in School Act (ESSA) is a law that provides a way for pregnant and parenting teens to remain in school safely who are victims of physical or sexual assault. There have been hearings across the state. ICTC has been invited, along with ICMHP, to present at a meeting in September. 

Others:
· Strengthening Families Illinois is a project that promotes family resiliency through six protective factors. The Building Resiliency Committee has been focused on developing a curriculum on trauma for early childhood settings serving children birth to five. The curriculum will be rolled out to SFI sites first. A core of trainers will be recruited to act as consultants, from each of the early childhood fields, to train others within their communities with the goal of penetrating the early childhood community. 
Presentations

Court Improvement Program (CIP)
The Honorable Patricia Martin, Presiding Judge of the Child Protection Division of the Cook County Juvenile Court reported on the Court Improvement Program.  The program is focused on increasing judicial education around trauma in child welfare. There are three goals of the CIP: to increase awareness of the individual warning signs of childhood exposure to violence; to assist child and caregivers in informing professionals of risk; and to help those who need help, find it. The primary product used for the CIP has been “Inside Him.” The DVDs and coloring books will be available in the court waiting rooms. The Spanish version will be distributed once it has been printed. Evaluation will be conducted through surveys provided with the DVDs and through individual, face-to-face surveys. Training has been provided to judges and court personnel. There is still more training to be offered in the fall.
The judges have requested that Gene Griffin and Carl Bell return to provide a more detailed presentation. There was also some discussion about the implications of the change in law that allows youth up to age 15, from age 13, to be sentenced to DCFS instead of the JJ system. 
DSM-V Progress on Data and Process

Brad Stolbach (LaRabida), Cassandra Kisiel and Tracy Fehrenbach (Northwestern) provided a report on the current status of the project to add a diagnosis of developmental trauma to the DSM-V in 2012.  Data is being gathered to inform the diagnosis for children with complex trauma.  Drs. Kisiel and Fehrenbach shared early analysis of CANS/DCFS related to trauma.  The data is being analyzed to support the DTD diagnosis.   There will be formal presentations using the data at two conferences this fall. There are two DSM committees that will be reviewing the diagnosis. 

ICTC will be needed in the future to support the policy effort. At this stage, the case is being made and relationships are being built with DSM committee members.
