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Highlights

Report from Systems Analysis Committee (SAC):
1. Crosswalk on ICTC Representation: As a part of the SAC charge, the committee looked at ICTC membership and compared the roster to systems that reach children. Recommendations for new members of ICTC based on gaps in the crosswalk, will be made in February. The crosswalk will also be used as a strategy for distributing the SAC survey about dealing with childhood trauma. PDC members noticed multiple categories where ICTC members should be listed and will email Anne Studzinski their additions.
2. Approach for Drafting Survey: SAC developed domains to guide the development of the survey, including direct service, research, prevention, and coalitions. 
Discussion: Description of Childhood Trauma: The comments submitted by PDC co-chairs have been incorporated into the description as presented from SAC. PDC members provided several comments to edit the description. The edits include:
1. The description needs to include the perception of a threat.
2. The description should also be written in a way that people other than professionals could read and understand. It could potentially be posted on the ICTC website as well. 
The edits will be incorporated into the description, then sent back to SAC for review. The co-chairs of PDC and SAC will review the final draft for their approval. The timeline for the final draft of the description is:

1. Comments from PDC members due by 8/1

2. SAC review comments from PDC on 8/8

3. PDC and SAC co-chairs review and finalize description by August 20, 2008.
Discussion: Survey Questions: The committee discussed the survey outline previously developed and decided on the following changes:
1. Include “gaps in service” under part 3 (training models and lessons learned), modeled from the questions SAC will use (i.e., What would you like to do more of within your agency? What would you like to have available to your agency, externally? Rank priorities of gaps in the system)
2. Under Part 3 - Training Models and Lessons Learned, remove number 4 (“If involved in direct service, what trauma treatment models do you use?”) and move it to Part 2 - Responders Experiences Providing Training on Childhood Trauma.
3. Add context or definitions at the top of each section of the survey to clarify the terms used in questions. (i.e., capacity building)
4. Model questions on training from NCTSN survey page 6 (Please identify the STATE-LEVEL service systems your program partnered with or expects to partner with on a regular basis for training/continuing education)
5. Create the survey using Survey Monkey. Keep the survey to 10-15 minutes to complete.

6. Include an introduction to the survey

7. ICTC members can identify agency members who conduct training to fill out the survey, using the ICTC membership and systems Crosswalk. 

8. Conduct the survey in stages, starting first with PDC, then SAC, then ICTC, and then beyond ICTC.

Next Steps:

· PDC members will give written feedback on the description of childhood trauma between now and 8/1. 
· Staff will then reshape the description and share it with the 4 co-chairs. 
· The description will then be shared with both committees in the first week of August. 
· At the 8/8 SAC meeting, members will offer final comments. 
· Then that draft of the description will be shared with the 4 co-chairs to have an agreed upon description by 8/15. 
· That final draft will be shared at the ICTC meeting on 8/22.  
· Then the description will be posted on the website.
