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Highlights

The third meeting of the Systems Analysis Committee focused on several key issues
1. Update on the System Coordination at NIU:
Toni Tollerud will provide an update at the next meeting. There may be potential for a case study or other informative experiences to be gleaned from analysis of case coordination. There was further discussion about youth violence in general and how ICTC can help re-frame the issue as a public health problem, not a youth violence problem. It was suggested that ICTC write a letter to the editor to support the “Hidden Wounds of Violence” article by Deborah Shelton of the Chicago Tribune. 

2. Defining Childhood Trauma: SAC members had submitted several definitions of childhood trauma. There was much discussion and the committee felt a good base could be found in the definition provided by the National Institute of Mental Health.  However, they felt it needed additional sentences providing examples of single events and including witnessing or being a victim of violence.  The description of childhood trauma will now be shared with the Professional Development Committee for their input.  The goal is for both committees to use the same description. 

3. Systems that Work with Children and ICTC Representation:  The SAC reviewed the crosswalk between systems that work with children and ICTC representation. It was suggested that categories be collapsed or combined to make the crosswalk easier to use. 
4. Survey Questions: The committee members discussed the purpose of the survey. It was noted that Northwestern University may already have used a similar survey that looked at trauma service provisions across the state. The SAC will review that survey and the results before moving forward with survey development. 

5. Relationship to Professional Development Committee:  The PDC agreed to look into the issue of adults with childhood trauma who are providers of services, in terms of self-care and need for treatment. 
Steps for follow-up at the next committee meeting:
· Distribute “Hidden Wounds of Violence” article at 5/21 ICTC meeting. 

· Discuss the state’s attorneys new gun court initiative at 5/21 ICTC meeting.

· Encourage ICTC to request an editorial board meeting to discuss the issue of youth violence as a public health crisis.

· Staff will make changes to the Crosswalk.

· SAC will share the definition of childhood trauma with the PDC.

· Staff will contact Northwestern about their survey on childhood trauma service provision.
