Highlights

This meeting of the Systems Analysis Committee focused on several key issues:
1. Review of Conclusions from May Meeting: The meeting highlights were accepted as presented. There was much discussion of the “Description of Childhood Trauma” that was drafted in the May meeting. Several suggestions were made. The main concern was that the focus was on the events and not on the symptoms or effects of the traumatic event. Brad Stolbach drafted a second description, incorporating the existing draft and making changes according to his and other’s concerns.

2. Systems that Work with Children and ICTC Representation:  The Committee reviewed the crosswalk between systems and ICTC representation. There were ICTC members who needed to be added to multiple categories of the crosswalk. Suggestions were made for potential members that have been added to the “parking lot.”
3. Survey Questions: There was discussion about what data is already being collected. The DCFS database was discussed and it contains provider information that can be linked with a child’s CANS score and what services would be most appropriate.  The committee members suggested inviting Dana Weiner from Northwestern University to present at the next meeting. Northwestern has conducted a survey to collect information about services provided to treat trauma and SAC members considered the possibility that the survey questions may be helpful for the development of the SAC survey. There was a lot of discussion about question content. Some members suggested:

· defining “trauma-informed” for the survey. 
· including an open ended question about what services they provide that are trauma-informed. 
· asking questions in relation to population served. 
· asking providers who they work with in the community.

The SAC should be cautious that it does not endorse any providers as trauma-informed in reporting the final results of the survey. Domains were named for creating the survey questions: 
· Clinical services 
· Research, Training/education 
· Prevention/outreach (collaboration with others)

· Population served, Systems transformation (coalitions, advocacy) 


· Gaps in services 

· Funding streams (how services funded, time limited). 
4. Relationship to Professional Development Committee:  The “Description of Childhood Trauma” had been shared with the PDC co-chairs. They forwarded suggested changes and the revised draft from this meeting will be shared with them. The members suggested that the SAC survey be combined with the PDC survey. The feeling was that the SAC is also interested in knowing what providers are doing in terms of education, and more importantly, the SAC does not want to be surveying the same group of people twice. 

Steps for follow-up at the next committee meeting:
· Distribute the adapted draft of the “Description of Childhood Trauma.” 

· Staff will update the crosswalk.
· Staff will invite Dana at Northwestern to present their survey on childhood trauma service provision at the next meeting.

· ICTC staff and SAC members should begin thinking about translating the survey question domains into questions.
