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Highlights

This meeting of the Systems Analysis Committee focused on several key issues:
1. Review of Conclusions from June Meeting: The meeting highlights were accepted as presented. 
2. Discussion: Survey Questions:
· Description of Childhood Trauma: The SAC discussed the description as edited from the June SAC meeting. The discussion focused on trauma having three key elements: the event, the experience of the event and the result of the event, and including these three elements in the description. The other addition to the description was that there needed to be behaviors or indicators listed that are a result of the trauma. Committee members also discussed the need to acknowledge resiliency by saying that trauma “may” lead to effects in some people. 
· NCTSN Draft Survey: The SAC discussed the draft NCTSN survey as a possible example of questions for the SAC survey. The members selected a few questions’ elements that should be included in the SAC survey. 

· Questions by Domain: SAC members reviewed the five survey question domains: direct service, research, prevention, coalitions, and gaps in systems. Six general questions were developed to be adapted to each domain. The general questions will gather information on what is being done, how is it being done, who is doing it, number of people, role of people, and funding sources, for each of the domains.
3. Discussion: Strategy for Surveying:
· The survey will first be sent to SAC, then ICTC, and then beyond ICTC. The strategy discussed was to contact the highest level staff in agencies and solicit their cooperation in distributing the survey to the appropriate staff. 

· The SAC decided that the SAC and PDC should do two different surveys. The main reason for this decision was because PDC and SAC will be targeting different staff within agencies who have the ability to answer questions specific to systems or to professional development. Another reason was to keep the survey under 15 minutes to complete and with the amount of questions both committees want to ask, it would be too lengthy of a survey if combined. 

Steps for follow-up at the next committee meeting:
· Distribute the adapted draft of the “Description of Childhood Trauma” within the SAC and also to the co-chairs and members of PDC for discussion at their next meeting. 

· ICTC staff will draft questions to accompany the survey domains.
